Mental Health Graduate
Nurse Program (GNP)

Program commences January 28, 2025

GNP is conducted over 52 weeks, 4 days a week
(0.8 EFT), rotating through day and evening
shift. No night shifts are expected during the year

First week consists of 5 comprehensive
orientation days to support work readiness

12 paid study days held monthly over the year

3 clinical rotations of 4 months each in either
Child & Adolescent, Youth, Adult or Older Per-
son Inpatient, Residential or Community set-
tings. Graduate preferences for rotations are in-
vited

Community rotations are supernumerary and
inpatient rotations have at least 3
supernumerary days at placement
commencement

Preceptors are allocated on each rotation

Inpatient Graduate Support Nurse to assist with
development of practice

Monthly individual and group clinical
supervision is mandatory for all graduates

Comprehensive, ongoing, competency based
skills assessments on each rotation

Successful completion of the Graduate Program
meets the requirements for making application of
30 credit points of advanced standing in the Post
Graduate Diploma of Mental Health Nursing exit
point of the Master of Mental Health Nursing

Once the GNP year is complete, and the
graduate has gained employment, the
